e Students who received books provided by SJS and stamped with the SJS logo must return them on
the Book Collection day.

e The book collection procedure will take place on Monday, June 26, 2023 between 8:30 am and
12:30 pm.

e Parents, accompanied by their children, are expected to drop off the “books that need to be
brought to school” in the child’s current classroom.

¢ A staff member will welcome you in your child’s current class and section. He/She will receive the
books from you and will check their condition. A checklist will be filled and you will be handed a copy
of it.

e Your child will receive the exchanged books for the academic year 2023-2024 in school in
September/October, 2023. To enable us to provide all students with as many books as possible, it
is essential that you bring in all your children’s books that can be exchanged.

e To ensure a proper exchange procedure and to be able to provide your children with all the
exchange, please present the books on time (Monday, June 26, 2023).

e This book exchange process does not include the IB students.

Book and Uniform Donation:
- The door for donation of academic books from iprevious years is also open. Kindly refer to the staff
members in the divisions’ hallways.
- Donation of school uniform is also open, and your contribution on this level has helped
support many families. If you wish to donate uniform items which you deem appropriate and
decent, kindly have them with you on the same day of the book exchange (Monday, June 26,
2023). We will send a detailed circular in September informing you of the uniform procedure.
